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Garden Birds

Why do Birds Matter?
Birds are just there to look pretty and sound nice, right? Wrong!
Birds are vital for the environment.

Birds encourage varied plant life through seed dispersal. They
disperse seeds within their droppings, by catching them on their feathers and
by dropping them from their beaks while flying. This means seeds get to
travel to different places and grow elsewhere

Birds control insect growth. Many birds, such as dunnocks,
blue tits and blackbirds, eat insects. Without these insect-
eating birds, there could be a dangerous number of insects on
the planet

Many birds, like crows and magpies, help rid the world of disease through
eating dead animals. Without these birds eating the carcasses of other animals,
diseases could more easily be spread.
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Dccreasing Numbers of Common Garden Birds

The starling, once common, has seen a steady decline in numbers. The loss of
starlings has been linked to farming; it is thought that heavily farmed land
makes it more difficult for birds to find their favourite food, the cranefly larvae.

House sparrow numbers have
also decreased in the last few
years, particularly in urban
environments. The reason is
not fully known, but could be
due to cats or air pollution
from more vehicles being used.
Fortunately, last year, there
was an increase in house
sparrows reported through an
RSPB nationwide survey

She also plays the lute
Finally, Shakti is the mother goddess who represents nature and can
be nurturing as well as dangerous.

Other Important Hindu Gods
There are many more Hindu gods and goddesses. Ganesh has an elephant’s head and a human
body. His tusks - one broken and the other unbroken - represent the good and bad things in
the world. Hindus believe that he grants good fortune. They often pray to him when they are
starting something new in their lives, such as getting married. Ganesh is very wise.

Surya is the Sun god. He is a warrior on a chariot pulled by seven white horses. Surya is
thought to be able to heal those who are ill. Hindus believe that putting the sign of the Sun
over main doors in the home will bring them good luck.

Krishna is often seen with blue skin, playing the flute and wearing peacock feathers on his
head. He is the god of love and the most worshipped of all. Krishna is strong and handsome.

Hanuman is the Hindu monkey god. It is believed that as a child, Hanuman was mischievous
and liked to play tricks.

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Pet Care of a Bearded Dragon

Bearded dragons are reptiles. Their name comes from the
spikey folds of skin around their neck, which inflate and turn

black when they are excited or afraid

They originally come from the dry scrublands of Australia. Their

captive environment needs to be similar to their natural environment.

Did You Know?
- Bearded dragons are diurnal which means
they are active during the day

- They are known as ‘beardies’.

- They originally came from the dry scrublands
of Australia.
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Environment
Bearded dragons must be kept in a large glass tank called a vivarium. It needs
to be 120cm long and 60cm high for one dragon. Beardies can grow up to 45cm
long and need room to move around and stretch out.

Bearded dragons need the vivarium to have a warm end and a cool end, so that
they can control their body temperature. Putting a thermostat in the vivarium
will make sure the temperature does not change.

These lizards like to dig, so put a mixture of soil and sand, bought from the
reptile shop, on the bottom of the vivarium

Bearded dragons should not live together as they fight for living space. The
males chase each other and the females bite off a rival’s toes!

Light
A special light which gives of ultraviolet
(UV) rays must be in the vivarium. Bearded

dragons use UV light to make calcium in
their skin.

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ROALD
DAHL

Roald Dahl was born on 13th September 1916 in Llandaff,
Wales. His parents were from Norway. He had an older sister
called Astri, but in 1920, she died when she was only 7 years
old. Roald's father was so sad that he fell ill from pneumonia.
A few weeks later, he also died.

His mother was a great story teller and had a fabulous memory. Roald remembered
many tales she told about trolls and other mythical Norwegian characters.
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Although Roald had a happy home life, he had an unhappy time at his school in
Wales, and was often ‘caned" for bad behaviour. His mother sent him to boarding
school in Weston-Super-Mare. He was just nine years old when he arrived at
St. Peters School and met the all-powerful Matron
who “disliked small boys very much indeed” and
the cane-wielding Headmaster.

At the age of 13, Roald attended Repton Public
School in Derbyshire. He was happier here. He was
brilliant at sports and was very good at boxing.
The boys at the school were sometimes asked to be
chocolate testers for a famous chocolate company
and this experience later inspired the book ‘Charlie
and the Chocolate Factory’.

Over the next few years, Roald Dahl worked in Africa for an oil company and then
enlisted in the Royal Air Force during the Second World War.

1n 1940, Roald Dahl was posted to Libya where he flew a
Gloster Gladiator plane. He crashed in the Western Desert
in North Africa, and suffered such severe injuries to his head
and back that he had to stay in hospital in Egypt for six
months. He returned to the RAF but, after a while, he began
suffering terrible headaches from his accident. This meant he
had to leave because he could not fly planes anymore.
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In 1942, Roald was posted to Washington in the USA to work
as an assistant air attaché. He met the author C.S.Forester, who
suggested that Roald should write about his experiences flying
planes in the desert. Roald started writing articles for newspapers.

He met and married actress Patricia Neal. They lived in Great

Missenden in Buckinghamshire, England. He wrote many of his
famous stories there. Roald Dahl and Patricia Neal had five children; Olivia, Tessa, Theo,
Ophelia and Lucy. However, Olivia tragically died at the age of 7
from an illness.

Roald Dahl started telling his amazing stories to his children at
bedtime. He realised how much his own children enjoyed his stories
and decided to write them down for all children to enjoy. ‘James
and the Giant Peach’ was his first published children’s book

Roald Dahl had a great talent for seeing the world through
children's eyes. He said, “If you want to remember what it's like to
live in a child’s world, you've got to get down on your hands and
knees and live like that for a week. You'll find you have to look up
at all these giants around you who are always telling you what to
do and what not to do.”
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He had a passion for encouraging children to read. He believed that children should be
“comfortable with a book, not daunted. Books shouldn't be daunting, they should be
funny, exciting and wonderful; and learning to be a reader gives a terrific advantage.”

Championships

Wimbledon is the world’s oldest tennis tournament. Since 1877 it has been held
at the All England Club in Wimbledon, London. It is one of the four Grand Slam
tennis tournaments (majors), the others being the French Open, the Australian
Open and the US Open.

Events

Wimbledon is made up of five main events, four
junior events and invitation events, where some
former professionals return to compete. The five
main events are the gentlemen's singles, ladies'
singles, gentlemen's doubles, ladies’ doubles and
mixed doubles.

Schedule

In 2017, the championships began and ended in July, making the gap between
the tournament and the French Open a little longer. Usually, there is no play on
the ‘Middle Sunday’, however bad weather has sometimes meant that matches
are played on this day.

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Sun Safety Reading Comprehension

We all need some sun exposure - it's the top source of
Vitamin D, which helps our bodies absorb calcium for
stronger, healthier bones

However, repeated, unprotected exposure to the sun’s
ultraviolet (UV) rays can cause skin damage, eye
damage and skin cancer.

Most children get much of their lifetime sun exposure
before age 18, so it's important for parents to teach them

how to enjoy fun in the sun safely

Taking the right precautions is very important when protecting your skin.

Sun Exposure

The sun radiates light to the earth, and part of that light consists of invisible UV
rays. When these rays reach the skin, they cause tanning, burning, and other
skin damage. Sunlight contains three types of ultraviolet rays: UVA, UVB and
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3 Times Table Activities
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uve:

+ UVA rays cause skin aging and contribute to skin cancer. Because UVA
rays pass effortlessly through the ozone layer (the protective layer of the
atmosphere, or shield, surrounding the earth), they make up the majority
of our sun exposure.

+ UVB rays are also dangerous, causing sunburns and eye damage
(cataracts). They also contribute to skin cancer. Melanoma, the most
dangerous form of skin cancer, is associated with severe UVB sunburns
that occur before the age of 20. Most UVB rays are absorbed by the ozone
layer, but enough of these rays pass through to cause serious damage

+ UVC rays are the most dangerous, but fortunately, these are blocked by the
ozone layer and don't reach the earth.
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Melanin: The Body's First Line of Defense

UV rays react with a chemical called melanin that's found in skin. Melanin
absorbs dangerous UV rays before they cause skin damage. The lighter someone's
natural skin colour, the less melanin it has and the darker a person’s natural
skin colour, the more melanin it has to protect itself

As the melanin increases in response to sun exposure, the skin tans. Those who
are regularly exposed to the sun are at a much greater risk. Sunburn develops
when the amount of UV exposure is greater than what can be protected against
by the skin's melanin.

The Cup Final

Cup Final Facts
- The match is widely known as just the Cup Final

- It is the last match in the Foothall Association (FA) Challenge Cup.
- From 2015 to 2018 it was also known as the Emirates FA Cup.

- It has about 86 000 stadium spectators and millions of TV viewers on the
BBC Sport channel.

- A women'’s tournament is held at the same time, the FA Women's Cup.
- The FA trophy (winner's cup) is only on loan to the winning side.

- It is the oldest cup competition in the world, first played in the
1871 - 72 season.

« The 2016 champions were Manchester United.

Who Can Enter?

The Challenge Cup competition is open to any club in the top ten levels of the
English Football League. Once clubs have registered to play, the tournament
is organised into 12 randomly drawn rounds, followed by the semi-finals and
finals. The higher ranked teams join the competition in later rounds.
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Where Are the Matches Held?

The first 12 round matches will usually be played at the home ground of one of
the two teams. From 1923 to 2000, the old Wembley Stadium hosted the finals.

The final match has been played
at the rebuilt Wembley Stadium
since 2007 and the semi-final
and final matches have
been played there since
2008

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What Do the

ners Receive?

The winners of the final match receive the Football Association Cup, the FA Cup.
It comes in three parts, the base, the cup and a lid. Over the years, there have
been two designs of trophy and five different cups. The first cup, known as the
‘little tin idol’, was stolen in 1895 and never returned. The FA fined Aston Villa
£25 to pay for a replacement as it was stolen whilst they had it in their care.
An exact replica was made and used until 1910. From 1911, a new design was
made. It was larger than the previous trophy, standing 61.5cm high. In 1992,
another copy was made as the cup was wearing out from being handled, and
another replacement was made in 2014. This took over 250 hours to make and
weighs 6 3kg of solid silver. The cup is presented at the end of the match, giving
the engraver just five minutes to engrave the winning team on the silver band
on the base. The cup has ribbons from both teams decorating it during the final
The loser’s ribbon is removed before the presentation.

Each club in the final match is given 30 winners or runners-up medals. These
are given to players, staff and officials.
