Dear Parents,  
Though it was not a surprise, last Monday brought the most disappointing news that COVID restrictions will contin-
ue. Sadly, this will have an impact on activities we have planned though not so much on the children. We have had 
to make some difficult decisions but hopefully the children will still have a lovely time. The following is a guide to 
what will be happening; 
Sports Days 
Sports days will take place next week in the school bubbles. Unfortunately no parent's will be able to attend. 
Reception Settling 
This will take place as planned. Only one parent per child may attend. Should the weather be poor the children and 
adults will be spread across two classrooms. Please come dressed for inclement weather. 
School Day trips 
All of the trips will go ahead as planned assuming the voluntary contributions  cover the costs. 
Year 6 Production  
Tickets will be allocated to each child for each performance. Seats will be allocated by name—names will be drawn 
out of a hat to make seating allocation fair. You may not swap where you sit or move out of your seat once you are 
in the hall. Only adults may attend and you should not bring coats or additional bags with you. There will be one 
short interval to allow for scene changes during this time you may not leave your seat. The only toilet that will be 
available will be the hall toilet for  EMERGENCIES only.

Parents drinks will be sat outside at tables of six. Two adults per child only. People may not walk around. Should 
the weather be poor this part of the evening will need to be cancelled.

If this is not the case will be issue further infor-
mation closer to the time.
