During World War 11, many people were evacuated from the
cities to the countryside, where it was believed they would
be safer from bombing. In total, over 3.5 million people
‘were evacuated during the war.

Most of the evacuees were children but other evacuees
included mothers with very young. children, pregnant
‘women, disabled people and teachers and helpers to look
after the children.

Evacuation happened in distinct waves, with the first wave
of evacuations beginning on the 1* September 1939, two
days before Britain officially declared war on Germany.
Other waves were at the start of

the Battle of Britain in June 1940 :
and at the start of the Blitz in
‘September 1940.

On evacuation day, children
travelled with their teacher
or helper by train to their
destination. They had to
wear an identity label and

take their gas mask, ration book, identity card and food for
the journey. Many children also took a suitcase containing
clothes and other personal items.

When they reached their destination, billeting officers were
responsible for arranging for children to stay with host
families. For many children, this involved being selected
from a line by their host. This was an upsetting experience
for some children, who felt unwanted or rejected.

Many children were evacuated to countryside towns and
villages in Britain but some were evacuated overseas and
lived with host families in places as far away as Australia
and Canada.

The UK sometimes suffers from earthquakes! They are often small, therefore causing little damage.
The largest known British earthquake occurred near the Dogger Bank in 1931, measuring 6.1.
Tt was 60 miles into the sea but still caused damage to some buildings on the coast of England.
The Bigger British earthquakes have been known to cause damage to hundreds of buildings at a time
but result in little injury or death.

Hummingbirds are called hummingbirds for the whirring or humming sound their wings make. They are among the smallest of birds, most species measuring in the 7.5–13 cm (3–5 in) range. The smallest is the bee hummingbird from Cuba, and the largest is the giant hummingbird from South America. 
Hummingbirds are colourful birds that can fly right, left, up, down, backwards, and even upside down. They also hover in mid-air and can fly at speeds of 34 mph. The hummingbird’s feet are used for perching only, and are not used for hopping or walking. The female hummingbird builds a tiny nest high up in a tree and lays between 1-3 eggs. The young start to fly in 18 to 30 days. Hummingbirds eat flower nectar, tree sap, pollen and insects. A hummingbird ''hawks'' insects by flying and diving to snap them up out of the air. They must eat an enormous amount of food each day because of their fast breathing rate, fast heartbeat and high body temperature. To conserve energy overnight a hummingbird enters a hibernation-like sleep state called torpor. Animals that enter a state of torpor slow their heart rate, breathing, and lower their body temperature. 
Hummingbirds are found in deserts, mountains, and plains, but most live in tropical rain forests. Habitat loss and destruction are the hummingbird’s main threats.

The Battle of Marathon 

The battle of Marathon is one of the earliest recorded battles in history. After the Ionian Revolt in 499BC the Persians and their king Darius wanted to conquer Greece. The Persians were angry at the Athenians for invading Anatolia during the Ionian Revolt. The Persians thought they would attack Athens and then attack the rest of Greece. 

In 490BC the Persian army landed at Marathon. Miltiades who was chosen as a general persuaded most of the people of Athens to fight an open war with the Persian army. According to legend the Athenians sent a runner called Pheidippides to Sparta to ask for help. The Spartans said they would not assist the Athenians in battle because of religious reasons and could not fight until the moon was full, so the people of Athens were alone. 

The Greek general Miltiades had a great battle plan. He divided his army into three groups. The group in the middle ran towards the Persian army first and then pretended to fall back. The Persian army ran after them. The other two groups, the left wing and the right wing, came in from both sides attacking the Persian army. The Persians were defeated. The Battle of Marathon is perhaps the single most important battle in Greek history. If the Athenian army had lost, Greece would have eventually been ruled by the Persians and all the culture and accomplishments of the Greeks would not have taken the form they did. 

After the Athenians had defeated the Persian army, Pheidippides was sent to Athens to bring the news of victory. He ran 26 miles from Marathon to Athens. It was the first marathon ever and was successfully completed in about three hours.
