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Census Day Free School Meals

As you are aware all of the children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 are entitled to a free school meal
every day. What you won’t be aware of is that the school is not paid for all of these meals unless your

child has a meal on census day!

The school is paid for meals based on the average number of children having school meals on census
day. This means that if 50 children have a meal on census days but 100 children have meals on the other
days we only receive the money for 50 of the children taking the meals each day! This difference can cost

our school up to £10,000 a year. Think how much equipment we can buy with that money!

The next census day is on Thursday 5th Oct 2023. On Thursday, we will be booking every child a meal
who is entitled to one and will offer it to your child. If you are worried that your child will not eat the
lunch please feel free to send a packed lunch as well. If they don’t eat their lunch we will offer them the

packed lunch —if eat the school lunch they can take their packed lunch home for dinner!
